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Play takes many forms, but the 

heart of play is pleasure ð an im-

portant component in learning. 
Some people think of play as the op-

posite of work. They think of it with 

goofing off, being lazy, lack of 

achievement, or, at best, recreation. 

"Stop playing and get to work!" Yet, 

as many of you probably know, it is 

through play that we do much of our 

learning. We learn best when we are 

having fun.                                    

Play, more than any other activity, 

fuels healthy development of children 

ð and the continued healthy develop-

ment of adults.   Play takes many 

forms, but the heart of all play is 

pleasure. If it isn't fun, it isn't play. 

We play from birth on ð we play 

using our bodies (building with 

blocks) and our minds (fantasy play). 

We use words to play (jokes, wit, hu-

mor) and we use props (blocks, toys, 

games). While the exact nature of play 

evolves, becoming more complex as 

we grow, play at all ages brings pleas-

ure.  

What Young Children Know  

Play enhances every domain of a 

child's development. Gross-motor 

skills, such as walking, kicking, or 

skipping, can be strengthened when a 

toddler pushes a toy grocery cart or an 

older child jumps rope. When a young 

child kicks a ball across the room, she 

is practicing coordination by balancing 

on one foot to kick with the other  

Fine-motor and manipulation skills 

are developed while a child builds and 

colors a sign for a backyard tree house. 

When throwing and catching a ball, a 

child practices hand-eye coordination 

and the ability to grasp.               

Children practice and develop lan-

guage skills during play. A child's play 

with words, including singsong games 

and rhymes that accompany games of 

tag, can help him master semantics, 

practice spontaneous rhyming, and 

foster word play.                  

The child's cognitive capacity is en-

hanced in games by trial and error, 

problem solving, and practice discrimi-

nating between relevant and irrelevant 

information. Play requires the child to 

make choices and direct activities and 

often involves strategy, or planning, to 

reach a goal.                                       

                                              

Interpersonal/social skills, ranging 

from communication to cooperation, 

develop in play. Children learn about 

teamwork when they huddle together 

and decide who plays each position in a 

pick-up soccer game. The child gains 

an understanding about those around 

him and may become more empathic 

and less egocentric. When playing with 

peers, children learn a system of social 

rules, including ways to control them-

selves and tolerate their frustrations in 

a social setting.

Wacky Lawn Croquet  
You'll need:                                                        
* lawn care stakes or garden stakes  

* permanent markers in a variety of colors  
* croquet mallets and balls or lawn bowling balls  

Using the permanent markers, cre-
ate your playing stakes by writing 
instructions such as, "HOP", 
"SING", "DANCE", "CARTWHEEL", 
"YODEL" etc.  
Kids can have fun adding dots,

How To Play:  
Place the stakes into the ground with plenty of dis-
tance in between stakes.  
Designate one stake for the start and one for the fin-
ish. Use lawn bowling, croquet, or other heavy balls to 
play. Each child will have their own ball. The children 
will hit, or roll their balls from one stake to another, 

attempting to touch or get very near the stake in one 
roll. Only one roll per turn.  
When they do get their ball near the stake, it's time to 
perform the task...

Gund Recalls to Replace 
Baby Books Due to Choking 
Hazard  

Name of Product: Gund Baby 
Paperboard Books  

Hazard: The styrofoam used to fill 
the book binding can detach, pos-
ing a choking/aspiration hazard to 
infants and young children.  
Description: This recall involves 
three miniature children's paper-
board books with plastic handles 
designed as baby rattles. They 
include "Animals" (item number 
059174), "Numbers" (item number 
059175) and "Colors" (item num-
ber 059176). The books were also 
sold as a three-book set (item 
number 059173). The name 
"Gund" and the item number are 
located on the back of the books. 
The books measure 4 1/2 inches 
by 7 inches.  

Hazard: The slats on the gate 
can break or detach, posing a fall 
hazard to children.  
Description: The recall involves 
Evenflo models 10502 and 10512 
Top-of-Stair Plus Wood Gates 
made from Oct. 2007 through 
July 2009. The model number 
can be found on the bottom rail. 
No other Evenflo model numbers 
or gates are affected by this re-
call.
